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This Curriculum Collection Development Policy shall serve as a supplemental guide for selecting materials for the College Libraries’ curriculum collections; the criteria and policy outlined in the College Libraries’ Collection Development Policy apply unless otherwise noted in this supplement. 

The College Libraries’ collection of curriculum materials serves to make sample instructional materials available for study, for evaluation, and for use with children from preschool through secondary school.  Following the guidelines set out in the College Libraries Collection Development Policy, the curriculum materials primarily support the educational programs of the School of Education and Professional Studies and serve the needs of the students and faculty of those programs.

Selection Responsibility

The Collection Development Coordinator and the library liaison(s) to the teacher education department(s) of the School of Education and Professional Studies are responsible for selection of curriculum materials.  Suggestions and recommendations shall be sought on a regular basis from faculty representing the teacher education programs to help develop the collections and keep them relevant to current course offerings.  

Scope of Collection

The Curriculum Collection encompasses two types of materials:

· Curriculum Guides: Learning standards for the various subjects expected to be useful for our students seeking certification in the State of New York, or in the areas in which we offer certification, including but not limited to New York State and federal standards and the standards produced by national disciplinary education organizations.

· Curriculum Texts: Teacher manuals and/or textbooks, either single or series publications, that provide structured units of work for use in elementary and secondary school classrooms. 

Selection Criteria

The Curriculum Collection contains media and resources appropriate for preschool through secondary education which meet the following parameters:

· Materials collected will contain current and timely content.

· Authoritativeness of the materials, based on the reputation and significance of publisher and author(s), will be considered.

· Relevance for current educational/pedagogical approaches shall be emphasized in selecting materials for the collection.

· Materials selected for the collection should be of good technical quality and usability.

· College level or adult education materials are not added to the collection.  

· Online-available documents generally shall not be collected.

· Relevant subject areas include all areas in which the College offers teacher certification programs.  

· Materials selected for the collection should be presented in English, with the exception of materials for use in teaching students in bilingual or for foreign language instruction.

· Educational methods and approaches used in the United States are emphasized in the collection.  Materials from other countries shall be selectively collected if relevant to the programs of the School of Education and Professional Studies.  
· In contradiction of the College Libraries’ Collection Development Policy, textbooks in all curricular subjects, preschool through secondary school, are collected.

· Government documents shall be included in the Curriculum Collection when they are found to meet other criteria for inclusion, except when a document is also of significant value at the college level. 

· Teaching kits, games, and other curriculum series which include parts shall be collected only if they are complete enough to be useful to student and faculty users.

Weeding

Weeding of the Curriculum Collection shall be governed by the weeding criteria in the College Libraries Collection Development Policy.  Additional weeding criteria for curriculum materials include the following:

· Multiple copies of an item (exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis depending on demand for the item)

· Materials more than ten years old.  Older materials may be retained if:

· Materials are appropriate for use by students for current assignments,

· Materials represent examples of important curriculum projects;

· Materials display evidence of use.
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
