Chemistry Topics -  2nd Class Fall 2011

The second assignment involves locating journal articles by searching using the key terms for your topic in four important search tools.  You will then have to determine whether the articles are available online, or in paper; or only via ILLiad – our interlibrary loan service. 


Some search tools provide links directly to the full text of articles.  In other cases, you may find only a citation to an article, and you’ll need to check to see where and how the article may be available. 


To find articles in a library you must know the full title of the journal or other publication in which the article appears.  Then you can look up the publication using Periodical Title Search – on our library website - to determine whether it is available here. 

Journal abbreviations:  The citing of references in chemical literature is usually done using abbreviations for the publication being cited.  Generally, these abbreviations follow the standards established by Chemical Abstracts Service.
