Part 1:

1) Use Academic Search Complete (on the library web site) to find an article relating to your seminar topic, or as close to that topic as you can find.  


• In Academic Search Complete search using keyword(s) and print out the bibliographic record (author, title, journal name, date, page etc.) for ONE ARTICLE relating to your topic.

Attach this print-out to the back of this sheet. You do not need to actually obtain the article for this assignment (though we hope you may find it useful for your report.)

2) IngentaConnect  (http://www.ingentaconnect.com/search/advanced? ) is another article search tool of wide applicability.  It is available through the library web site.  Connect to IngentaConnect to do the following kinds of searches: 

• a) Search using key word(s) related to your topic. Try both “Electronic content”, and “Fax/Ariel content” options. Copy and paste the record for one article found this way. (You will add to this page in b) and c) below.)

• b) Do an author name search, using an author you know to be working on your topic.  (See the results of your searches above, if necessary).  Copy and paste the record for one article found this way.

• c) Using the title of a journal from any of the searches you’ve done so far, click on "Browse" (far right/near the top), and try to find that journal title, or another journal related to your topic.  Select the latest issue to view its table of contents.  Copy a small portion of this list and add it to the page.  Please include the title of the journal in a note. 

Then print out the page and attach that printout to this sheet.

3) Use ACS Journal Search and TWO of the other four search tools listed below to find THREE ARTICLES on your topic. Click the tab for “Articles” on the Chemistry page of the library web site to find these links.
•  "ACS Journal Search"  (Use the box labeled “Full-Text Search”)

•  “RSC Journal Archives Search” – for publications of the Royal Society of Chemistry

  •  "Entrez" (PubMed)  - for biomedical / biochemical resources

•  "Elsevier ScienceDirect" – searches the journals published by Elsevier Science

•  "Scirus" – searches scientific journals and web sites

ACS Journal Search allow you to search for articles in all years of ACS journals. RSC Journal Archives Search searches the (UK) Royal Society journals.  Entrez searches mainly biomedical journals, and is a service of the National Library of Medicine.  It is useful mainly for biochemistry topics. The last two are useful for searching in many areas of science, and Scirus includes web sites in its search.

Attach the bibliographic information (not the full article) for the three articles found using these tools.

Part 2:

Chemical Abstracts - using STN-Easy

•  Choose one of the articles you found in any search above that didn’t have an abstract, and find the abstract for that article in Chemical Abstracts, using STN-Easy.  

Steps in this process:

• Connect to STN-Easy at -  http://stneasy.cas.org  -  after 5pm.  Login with the username and password you will be given.  

• Be sure you are at the STN "Advanced Search" screen, and that your Current Category is "Chemistry References."  

• Change the field for the top box to "Author", then enter the author’s last name in the box.  

• Leave the connector between the boxes as “AND”, and enter either some key words from the article title in the 2nd box (and set the field to "Title"); or if you don’t have a title, put in the “Publication year” (and set the field to “Publication Year”) .  

• If you think it might be needed, you can call up a 3rd box and enter another element, such as journal title (use the abbreviated title).  

• Click “Search”

• Find the article reference that’s the one you want. 

• Check the box to its left; and click “Display Results”

• Print off that record only,  and attach it to this page.
