     Journal abbreviations:  The citing of references in chemical literature is usually done using abbreviations for the publication being cited.  Generally, these abbreviations follow the standards established by Chemical Abstracts Service as listed in CASSI (Chemical Abstracts Service Source Index) Ref QD 1.A512 1907-84. (see example below)

To find articles in a library you must know the full title of the journal or other publication in which the article appears.  Then you can look up the publication using Periodical Title Search – on the library website - to determine whether it is available here. 


The first assignment involves locating journal articles and books from typical citations found in chemistry literature.  You will be given three citations to determine whether they are available locally (Potsdam or Clarkson). 


In the second part of the assignment you will find books using various searching tools. The proper form for citing books and articles in chemical reports is given in The ACS Style Guide  (in the Reference Area in Crumb Library at Ref QD 8.2.A25)
