Finding chemistry books and journals in local libraries

Each library has its own way of listing what it has for books and journals.  This page explains how this is done at SUNY Potsdam and at Clarkson Univ.  If a book or article that you need is not available in either of these local libraries, you do not need to search in other libraries – just complete an interlibrary loan request for the item

SUNY Potsdam


For Books:  Search in BearCat – using either the book title or the author’s name


For Journals: Click the link for “Periodical title search” on the library homepage  Enter the full title of the journal.*  If you get too many results (for ex. for the journal Science), change the menu option to “Title equals”.


The search results list may indicate that the journal is online, or in BearCat, if we have some paper holdings of the journal.  Note very carefully the exact years that are available to see if it includes the year you need.  If the results shows “Sorry, this search returned no results” then the journal is not at SUNY Potsdam, in print or online (if you have entered the title correctly).

Clarkson Univ.


For Books:  Connect to the Clarkson Library Catalog – there is a link under “Finding Books” / “Other Libraries”   Search using either the book title or the author’s name


For Journals: Under “Find Articles” choose “Periodicals at other local libraries” – then select “Clarkson University – Complete Journal List” 

Then type in the full title of the journal.*

Look carefully to see whether the journal is available in paper or online.  Online journals at Clarkson are only accessible on the Clarkson campus or remotely with a Clarkson Univ. log-in.

Interlibrary Loan

Articles or books not available at SUNY Potsdam may be requested through our interlibrary loan service.  You must first register with our ILLiad system. (http://wwwx.potsdam.edu/library/Interlibrary_loan.php)
